1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is not

, and a negative tuberculosis (TB) test within the past 60 (sixty) days is also not required on the

animal or to be from an accredited free herd. Results may be noted on a certificate of veterinary in-

spection or a TB 4-33 test chart noting the specific animal ID of the cattle to be exhibited.

Junior Breeding Beef/Scramble Heifer

1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is

required. Negative brucellosis test within 30 (thirty) days for cattle that are parturient, post parturient

or that are 18 months of age or older from non-certified free herds in Class “A” and “B” areas. Result

must be noted on certificate of veterinary inspection. Exemption for cattle from a certified free herd or
area; certified free herd number must be recorded on the certificate of veterinary inspection.

Suggestions to think about:

1. Do not have cattle tested before San Antonio because if you have a false— negative (responder)
your cattle will be quarantined and retested, and you will not be able to participate in San Antonio
due to quarantine.

2. Test ASAP after returning from San Antonio to allow time for test results. If you do have a re-
sponder, TDA will come out and retest, and this will allow for time to get re-test results back and
allow you to participate in Houston.

3. Do not test with other families. If one shows up as a responder, all cattle will be quarantined and
retested. Test your cattle alone.

4. Call your veterinary now to make plans. Veterinarians must be approved to perform tests. We
have a lot of cattle and not many large animal vets. Get on their list early.

5. This is not something that can be done the day before you leave. If you don’t have a test you will
not be allowed on the show grounds.
